In 1994, Nathan and I began the Biodynamic Seed Initiative, full of hope, yet without a 
recipe for how it would unfold. Good fortune was with this initiative when Ian Robb joined 
us in 2001, with his incredible devotion to detail and many years of experience in 
farming and gardening. In 2008, two more talented young people have come to TTBSI, 
who are enabling the work to blossom further (See Training Report on Pg. 49). 
 

In thinking back to our first efforts, I remember in 1994 when Nathan planted the handful 
of Schweizer Riesen Snow Pea seeds we brought back from Switzerland. In the first 
1995 catalog we offered 50 varieties in small sizes. Fourteen years have passed: we 
now have around 300 varieties and offer many of them in larger quantities. Dedicated 
people and ongoing training are needed to continue this work of improving the quality 
and quantity of Biodynamic seed.

At TTBSI, so far, we manually thresh all our peas and beans and hand clean most of our 
crops after the machines have done what they can do. We have wonderful assistance 
from our companions here at Camphill Village, from the young volunteers out of many 
countries to the most stable, reliable population in our community: people with special 
gifts and special needs. In one way or another, we hold all the seed in our hands before 
we pass it on to you. Thank you for the many ways you pass support back to us through 
your interest, observations, encouragement and enthusiasm.

CERTIFICATION  
For the convenience of those required to have certified seed, we have noted available certified 
varieties. All Demeter Certified Biodynamic® certification is through the U.S. Demeter 
Association (see Pg. 51) or its counterpart in other countries. In the U.S., the terms Demeter 
Certified Biodynamic® and Biodynamic® are registered trademarks by the Demeter 
Association. Organic certification is through Stellar Certification Services. 
 

OPEN-POLLINATED SEEDS  
All of our seeds are open-pollinated varieties. Some have been planted for many generations, 
have colorful cultural histories, and have earned the title of heirlooms. Others were developed 
in the last century by dedicated people who had a real interest in having superior varieties with 
particular characteristics. A few have been “untangled” from hybrids. Unlike hybrids, seeds 
from open-pollinated varieties can be saved to plant in another year, and as long as the needs 
of isolation have been observed, the seed will be true to type. If you are interested in saving 
seed, we recommend Seed to Seed by Suzanne Ashworth, offered in the BOOKS & 
CALENDARS section of this catalog on Pg. 48. 
 

DAYS TO MATURITY  
Days to maturity is a technical term indicating when fifty percent of a crop is ready for harvest, 
although the actual maturity of specific varieties of most crops can vary widely. Factors such as 
planting date, degree days, latitude, weather, soil, mulching, watering, etc can inhibit or 
enhance the speed of maturity. We have calculated days to maturity based on our experience in up-
state New York, from standard published data on the varieties we carry, and from the 
experience of our seed growers. Listed days to maturity can be useful in comparing varieties, 
but should be considered an estimate. For crops started inside such as tomatoes, peppers, etc., the 
days to maturity are from the time of transplanting outside.
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Variety Trialing Program 
It is part of our mission  to help and encourage people to grow, save, and select seeds 
so that varieties become adapted to specific conditions and new characteristics are 
developed. We encourage you not only to trial our varieties, but to let us know of other 
varieties that do well for you, to save your own seeds, share them with others, and send 
us seeds of significant varieties or types.  

We are very grateful to all who have helped us with trialing and encourage everyone to 
participate. As an incentive, we will continue to offer a 5% discount on next year’s order 
for those who complete and return trialing forms this year. (See text box on order form.)  

Trialing Reports 
We are very excited about the results that many of you have contributed. New, 
interesting, and helpful information about our varieties include: how they perform in 
specific localities; how they compare with other varieties; new techniques and new ways 
to grow and use these crops; new and heirloom varieties offered and suggested for our 
future work;  problems noted and suggestions for improvement. Some highlights: 
 

Aunt Ada’s Italian Pole Bean: Three people trialed this: both as a fresh green 
bean and a soup bean. 
From Richmond, CA : Compared with Violetta Trionfo …Aunt Ada’s beans were a bit 
meatier with more density and substance. They taste best when allowed to mature in the 
pod until the pod shows the bean's shape, and it is eaten as a shelling bean, either fresh 
or dried.  It's delicious either way.  
 

From Catskill, NY : Very easy to grow, beautiful & bountiful fresh-eating and steaming 
bean. The beans left unpicked at the end of the season dried up in their pods and once 
shelled made a beautiful addition to Autumn soups. An awesome soup/storage bean 
with a nutty flavor. Let people know it makes an excellent soup bean as well as fresh! It 
was a dry season - many hot days without rain. I watered minimally, yet the vines 
thrived. 
 

From Fountain Run, KY : Strong starters, easy to pole train, strong production despite 
drought.  Good yield, pods 3-5", full & firm, plants up to 8’, would go more on higher 
trellis. Excellent flavor, held up well in freezer. 
 

Shintokiwa Cucumber:  From Paonia, CO : Excellent yields. 30lbs/wk fr. 25 
plants for 15 weeks! All greenhouse grown. Plenty of summer heat in greenhouse. 100+ 
degrees at mid-day most of June, July & August. I would absolutely grow this again. It is 
tops in my trials for flavor, texture, quality, appearance and productivity. I grew 
Shintokiwa  in 2006  outdoors, 2007 in greenhouse. Greenhouse much better. I have 
grown Longfellow and Marketmore in the past. Both are inferior. Shintokiwa is excellent. 
 From Hallstead, PA : No powdery mildew, did well during some drier periods.  On the 
ground, the cukes almost always curved.  This year I will trellis them.  The restaurant, 
and we, love the taste.  It is excellent.  A fine cucumber, and one we will always grow.  
Every year, some customers will comment on the fine taste. 

From S. Londonderry, VT : Very uniform fruit and growth habit. It was a great surprise. 
The Shintokiwa were far superior to Suyo Long in water bulbing on ends and general 
uniformity. They had an excellent flavor and shelf life. Chef's LOVED THEM! We like 
Japanese produce, so we have grown lots of oriental cucumber varieties. Shintokiwa 
compared to other varieties: A#1!!! 

Must prune large lower leaves to help with air circulation and faster harvest. Trellis and 
plan on lots of laterals. 
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Dottenfelder Storage Cabbage:  From Sidney, ME : Admirable performance. It 
is without question the very best OP storage cabbage I have ever grown. Very uniform 
oval shape and size, also uniformly hard and storable. 4 to 6 lbs each, no runts. Crisp, 
sweet and delicious. Excellent storage, easily comparable to the best hybrid storage 
types. Year's ago we used to depend on Perfect Ball Hybrid, but the breeder 
discontinued it. For quite a few year's now we have depended on Storage No. 4 hybrid. 
It is very dependable, uniform 6 to 8 lbs, good tasting, keeps like a rock, edible until late 
April. Storage Marner from Turtle Tree Seeds was the best OP we had found before 
now, but was not uniform in size for us, averaging quite small. Dottenfelder Dauer this 
year yielded slightly smaller heads than Storage No. 4, but is superior in flavor/ eating 
quality (crispness, juiciness, sweetness) and appears to be equal in storability. Excellent 
fall frost tolerance. 
Canasta Batavian Lettuce:  From Nashville, IN : Compared with Slogun & 
Victoria, Canasta stood out, but the Slogun and Victoria were very close in performance.  
These Batavian lettuces grew in full sun with 90°F temps for 2 months, and made 
excellent heads (a loose head).  We were the only ones at Market with lettuce (and it 
was not bitter!)  We actually had a line that rivaled the sweet corn vendors!  Couldn't 
grow enough!  Would add to catalog description:  Does well in summer heat, dry 
weather with adequate irrigation.  Non-bitter, out-performs all loose leaf and butterheads 
in summer growth and taste. 

 

Summertime Iceberg Lettuce:  From Ballston Spa, NY : Some customers want 
iceberg type lettuces.  This one was a hit.  It is sweet, crisp and customers kept asking 
for more.  I wish I had planted more.  I harvested through the end of July without 
problem with bolting or bitterness.  
 
 

Schweizer Riesen Climbing Snow Pea:  Two people, both from very different 
climates, tried it as fall pea. Fall pea plantings tend to be very disappointing, so it’s 
exciting news that Schweizer Riesen seems well adapted for this. 
From Ballston Spa, NY : I have been growing these peas spring and fall with no 
problems. Made fall sowing 7/17/07, harvested 9/6 to 9/29. Customers like the large 
size.  Always very tasty.  These are my first snow peas, easy and dependable.  I don't 
think they yield as well in the fall but fresh peas in September are welcome. Now I only 
plant the Schweizer Riesen for fall.  I pick every couple days for at least two weeks.  
They are almost always ready a week before sugar snaps. 

From Kyle, TX : Took a chance with them for fall, well worth it. …very dry when seeded 
in and only had at most 2" of rain through harvest. Never mulched them. They grew 2 
weeks with little or no growth, then a misty cloudy time period and they responded with 
1-2 feet of growth. Damage to pods by frost turns them whitish with crackling.  Past 
experience taught me to harvest before those times. Has done better in spring with a 
longer harvest period lasting until June.. Grew Oregon Giant and another climbing snow 
pea. Hands down Schweizer Riesen are better. 
 

Bolivian Rainbow Peppers:  From Berkshire, NY : My customers love this 
pepper and always buy every plant.  It is good both as a  transplant sale and as a potted 
ornamental later in the season. Compared with Purple Peruvian and Riot, Bolivian 
Rainbow is always attractive to customers whereas Purple Peruvian isn't very attractive 
until some of the fruits are red, and Riot can fall over with fruit. 
 

Green Zebra Tomato:   From Mason, MI : A great producer of medium attractive 
fruits. A tangy taste, with loads of zing! Beautiful, healthy plants and fruits with no 
cracking. Firm fruits with a hint of crispness. Easy to grow with almost 98% germination 
and survival of transplants. Had no problem canning these - great color!

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Many of you received our June ’08 appeal letter, which stated our need for new 
equipment, and for training of young people into the seed work. We would like to take 
the opportunity now to say thank you  to all who so generously donated  and to give a 
brief report on how it went: We purchased the equipment!  We now have in our 
possession a state-of-the-art gravity separator, clipper air-screen cleaner, and color-
separator, which we expect will significantly increase the quality of our seed and allow 
us to handle larger batches at a time. The equipment arrived in late August after making 
a harrowing 3000 mile journey from California on the back of a pick-up truck (thank you 
Dale!). We have been busy setting it up and training ourselves how to use it.

We are happy to say that in this area too we’ve been able to take some steps forward: 
Two new young people joined Turtle Tree this year  – Andrea Williams and Peter 
Buckbee.  Andrea came originally from Switzerland, where she completed a full 
biodynamic training, and Peter is a friend we’ve known for a while from this area.  He 
also has a solid background in agriculture and a degree in Biology. Andrea has been 
helping mainly outside with growing, harvesting, and cleaning, and Peter has been 
helping mainly inside with germination tests, fundraising, and other office duties. They 
are both learning quickly and are very excited about helping to carry the biodynamic 
seed work in this country into the future.

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This year we launched a campaign to raise $50,000 for equipment and training.  We 
began in the spring with $10,000  already having been donated; $25,000 came at the 
end of the summer through a grant from a private foundation, and $11,500  has 
accumulated so far from donations in response to the June ’08 appeal letter. All 
together, this adds up to $46,500; just $3,500 short of our original goal , which we 
think is phenomenal!   
 
Unfortunately, however, we are not able at this time to put as much into training as we 
had originally hoped, due to unexpected costs associated with the shipping and 
installment of the equipment.  We ended up going about $10,000 over budget, which 
only leaves $11,500 for training. But on the bright side, this gives us a great head start 
towards the development of a comprehensive training program for the biodynamic seed 
work in this country.  (Expect to hear more from us on this program soon.)
